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Evergreen School Division Adopting New Reporting Structure for Middle Years Students in 2008-2009
Evergreen School Division will be introducing Outcome-Based Reporting in Grades 5 and 6 in 2008-2009, and in Grades 7 and 8 in 2009-2010. This new reporting format will identify learning outcomes in each subject area, and report on student’s learning in relation to those outcomes using a performance scale rather than percentage marks. 
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This change in reporting will provide parents with more information about their child’s progress toward the achievement of learning outcomes, addressing student’s strengths and areas that need improvement. At report card time, teachers will report on whether students are meeting, approaching, or developing within the learning outcome identified. 
Percentages will only be used as a range for the performance scale, such as 80%-100% for “meeting outcomes”. This new reporting format is being adopted by other school divisions in Manitoba and is supported and endorsed by Manitoba Education Citizenship and Youth and current research in student assessment.
